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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Introduction
The Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) is authorized through the federal Fixing America’s Surface Transportation Act
(FAST Act) legislation, signed into law December 4, 2015 and Florida Statutes as follows:

0 23 United States Code (U.S.C,) 134 (j) and (k)(3) and (4) (Transportation Improvement Program)

0 23 U.S.C. 204 (roads on federal lands to be included in the TIP where applicable)

0 49 U.S.C 5304 (Transportation Improvement Program)

O 23 C.F.R. [Code of Federal Regulations] 450.320, 450.324, 326, 328, 330, and 332 (Transportation Improvement
Program)

0 23 C.F.R. 500.109, 500.110, and 500.11 (Congestion Management System, Public Transportation Management System,
and Intermodal Management System, respectively)

0 Subsection 339.175(5) and (7), Florida Statutes (F.S.) (Transportation Improvement Program)

0 Subsection 339.135(4) (c) and (4)(d), F.S. (Work Program)

O Subsection 427.015(1), Florida Statutes (Transportation Disadvantaged)

O Subsection 334.30(9), Florida Statutes (Public Private Partnerships)

The TIP provides a staged multiyear, intermodal program of all transportation projects consistent with the Broward Metropolitan
Long-Range Transportation Plan (LRTP) [23 C.F.R. 450.104]. It contains all transportation-related projects to be funded by Title 23
and Title 49 funds and regionally significant projects proposed for implementation in the next five years. Regionally significant
projects are projects for which Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) or Federal Transit Administration (FTA) approval is
required whether or not the projects are to be funded through Title 23 and 49, U.S.C. and per Title 40, Code of federal Regulations,
Part 93 (Without federal funds). The TIP is adopted by the Broward Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) and covers the state
fiscal years (FY) 2018/19 to 2022/23 (that is, July 1, 2018 - June 30, 2023). The state and federally funded projects listed within the
TIP are in accordance with the Florida Department of Transportation’s (FDOT’s) Five-Year Work Program. Listed TIP projects
include:

Transit capital improvements and operating expenses, including transportation disadvantaged programs and services,
Roadway and bike/pedestrian improvements and maintenance,

Commuter rail improvements and operating expenses,

Airport and seaport improvements;
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Included (for informational purposes) are the lists of Multimodal Priorities projects covering the different modes of transportation
used to develop the TIP. These lists contain projects that are to be included in the future TIPs as additional funds become available.

The Broward MPO’s TIP is multimodal in nature, addresses both local and regional concerns, and was developed through the input
and involvement of the following governmental agencies: Florida Department of Transportation, Broward County, South Florida
Regional Transportation Authority, Southeast Florida Transportation Council, the municipalities within Broward County and Broward
County Urban Planning and Redevelopment, Transit, Aviation and Port Everglades, just to name a few.

All projects are listed in alphabetical order by project name. The majority of the projects are located on Regional Freeways and
Arterials. More information on the Regional Freeways, Arterials and Hubs, could be found at:

Financial Plan

The TIP is financially constrained for each year, and the federal- and state-funded projects in this document can be implemented using
current and proposed revenue sources based on the FDOT Final Tentative Work Program for FY 2018/19-2022/23 and locally
dedicated transportation revenues. The MPO develops the TIP in cooperation with the State and the transit operator who provide the
MPO with estimates of available federal and state funds in order for the MPO to develop its financial plan [23 C.F.R. 450.324(a) and
Subsection 339.175(7), F.S.] The MPO also coordinates with Broward County modal agencies and municipalities in order to provide
listings of locally funded projects. A comprehensive Summary of Funds is located just before the list of projects (Section 1) of this
document. Funds are presented in Year of Expenditure (YOE) dollars (adjusted for inflation from present time to the year of
construction for a more accurate cost estimate). The Broward MPO will continue to pursue opportunities where funds might be added
to enhance transportation for all users. Innovative financing resources such as the Public Private Partnership, which is evolving in
Florida, is also considered as an alternative funding source to fund and accelerate project delivery.

Project Selection

Projects in the TIP are selected for implementation from the LRTP (Multimodal Transportation Priorities list), in accordance with
Title 23 of the United States Code (USC), section 134, as amended by MAP-21 legislation, and Title 23 of the Code of Federal
Regulations, Section 450.332. As a region with a population of over 200,000 individuals, Broward County is part of the Miami
Urbanized Area (UZA). This UZA is also known as a Transportation Management Area. Projects within this area that are on the
National Highway System are selected by the MPO. The Bridge Program, State Strategic Intermodal System and Interstate
Maintenance Program are selected for implementation by the State of Florida, in cooperation with the MPO. Additionally, the MPO




focuses its prioritization of projects on those that are transit-focused, compatible with the livable communities concept, regionally
significant and those that are part of or connected with the State’s Strategic Intermodal System (SIS).

Consistency with other Plans

The TIP is consistent with the Year 2040 Long Range Transportation Plan (LRTP) and is also consistent to the maximum extent
feasible, with the Seaport Master Plan, the Aviation Master Plan, the Broward County Comprehensive Plan, and local government
comprehensive plans.

This consistency is achieved through the Multimodal Transportation Priorities list that is updated annually by the Broward MPO.
Projects included in this list are derived from the LRTP, the Regional Long Range Plan and input from local governments and
implementing agencies. In this way, it is the MPO board that sets project priorities to be programmed by the State into the Work
Program and reflected in the TIP.

Project Priorities

Projects selected for inclusion in the TIP are consistent with federal requirements and the FDOT Adopted Work Program. These
projects are financially feasible for the appropriate funding category and represent the MPO's project priorities. The projects in the
Multimodal Transportation Priorities list are evaluated and ranked based upon a screening process that identifies projects that are most
important or most significant. This process is described in the Multimodal Transportation Priorities Methodology section later is this
document.

Implemented Projects — Annual Obligations List (AOL)

The MPO publishes an annual listing of projects, produced by FDOT, for which federal funds have been obligated in the preceding
year.

Public Involvement and Interagency Consultation

The Broward MPO ensures compliance with the public involvement requirements outlined in 23 Code of Federal Regulations
450.316(b)(1) & 450.324(c) and Section 339.175(7), Florida Statutes. As part of its ongoing public involvement process, in April
2017, the Broward MPO requested input from local governments regarding their local transportation priorities. Prior to this, in
October 2017, the Broward MPO Board reviewed FDOT's District 4 and Turnpike Enterprise Draft Tentative Work Programs, FY
2017/18-2021/22. Comments and concerns were forwarded to FDOT for entry into the records of FDOT's Public Hearing. The
Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) and Community Advisory Committee (CAC) also reviewed FDOT’s District 4 and the
Turnpike Enterprise’s Tentative Work Program at their September 2017 meetings. For detailed information on Public Involvement,
refer to the section 7.

Certification

The Broward MPO participates in a Federal Certification process with the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) and Federal
Transit Administration (FTA) every four (4) years. Broward MPO’s planning process was reviewed at a site visit conducted by the
FHWA, the FTA and FDOT on May 4 and 5, 2015. The Certification Review produced three (3) Corrective Actions and four (4)
recommendations, none related to the adopted TIP document and process. The corrective actions require amendments or modifications
to the Commitment 2040 (LRTP). The MPO coordinated with FHWA Florida Division staff in order to modify and amend the
Commitment 2040 (LRTP) to address the corrective actions. The Commitment 2040 modifications/amendments were completed in
May 2016. As for the four recommendations, they are being addressed through the MPO’s current planning efforts. The Certification
Review also produced thirteen (13) noteworthy practices and several positive comments were related to the MPO’s adopted TIP.
Based on the overall findings, the FHWA and FTA jointly certified that the transportation planning process of the entire Miami
Urbanized Area TMA, which includes the Broward MPO, substantially meets federal planning requirements subject to the MPO
satisfactorily addressing the corrective actions in the report. The certification will remain in effect until August 2019. The full 2015
Federal Certification Report can be found on our website at http://browardmpo.org/index.php/about-the-mpo/federal-state-
certifications. The next federal certification review will occur in 2019. The 2018 annual state certification process is currently
underway.

Congestion Management Process (CMP) / Livability Planning (LP)




The Congestion Management Process (CMP) is a system that identifies solutions congestion problems on major thoroughfares, with
the emphasis on low-cost alternatives to road construction wherever possible. As federally required, the CMP will continue to evaluate
the transportation network, identify congested areas, and recommend operational strategies and capital improvements.

The Broward MPO combined the Congestion Management Process (CMP) and Livability Planning (LP) with the intention of
developing and implementing strategies other than road widening to improve safety, address mobility through multiple transportation
modes (i.e., transit, bicycle and pedestrian use, etc.), and reduce single occupancy vehicle (SOV) travel. Combining Livability
Planning with the CMP allows for analysis of the inter-relation of multi-modal transportation and land use, leading to study
recommendations provide a comprehensive approach to implementing the 2040 Long Range Transportation Plan (LRTP). The annual
development of the MPO’s Multimodal Priorities List takes into consideration the results of the CMP/LP studies as part of the TIP
development process.

MPO staff in coordination with its planning partners are implementing the project recommendations from completed corridor studies,
such as the Hollywood/Pines Corridor Study, the University Drive Congestion Mitigation/ Livability Planning and Transit
Improvement Study, and the State Road 7 Multimodal Improvements Corridor Study. These studies developed congestion
management and livability planning strategies to reduce congestion, determine appropriate transit supportive land use designations,
develop guidelines for redevelopment, and increase transit ridership and multi-modal transportation options.

Transportation Disadvantaged (TD)

Services for people who are transportation disadvantaged, located in Section 6 of this TIP, are developed pursuant to Subsection
427.015(1), Florida Statutes, and Rule 41-2 of the Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.). In Broward County, federal, state and
Broward County government funds will be spent on capital and operating expenses over the next five years to provide both TD and
Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) transportation services. Through these funds, people who qualify for either the Florida’s TD
program or the federal ADA are eligible to receive specialized transportation services.

T1P Revision
The TIP is subject to change because of changes in project status, project cost, and/ or available revenues. These changes can be either
a TIP amendment or an administrative modification. =~ Amendments are incorporated into the Transportation Improvement Program



(TIP) during the program year through the same procedures required for developing and adopting the TIP. Amendment(s) may be for
the purpose of deleting projects, adding projects, advancing projects, revising the funding of projects, or modifying the scope or limits
of projects. All amendments are incorporated into the Interactive TIP and posted on the BMPQO’s web site at www.BrowardMPO.org
under the “What We Do’ Tab and the ‘Transportation Improvement Program’ under ‘amendments’. An administrative modification is
required as changes don’t satisfy TIP amendment criteria, and is approved by the MPO Executive Director.

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3. THE 2040 LONG RANGE TRANSPORTATION PLAN

The Long Range Transportation Plan (LRTP) is the primary source for identifying priority projects for inclusion in the
Transportation Improvement Program (TIP). The LRTP provides a coordinated planning effort to mitigate traffic congestion,
minimize reconstruction of existing facilities, and allow for adjustment of growth management policies and transportation strategies.
The plan is developed in conjunction with the strategic planning factors identified in federal legislation (23 U.S.C. 134(d). The
LRTP identifies improvements in pedestrian, bicycle, transit, roadway, and freight movement networks. The LRTP is coordinated
with the State Transportation Plan, Regional Transportation Plan, Broward County Comprehensive Plan, Transit Development Plan,
Bicycle Plan, Pedestrian Plan, Greenways Plan, Seaport Master Plan, and Airport Master Plan.

The LRTP guides the expenditure of federal, state, and local transportation funds. Once separate, the urbanized areas in Miami-Dade,
Broward and Palm Beach counties were merged to form the Miami Urbanized Area (UZA)/Transportation Management Area
(TMA) as reflected in the 2000 U.S. Census. The Miami-Dade UZA/TMA extends along the east coast from Miami-Dade County to
the southeast corner of Martin County. In January 2005, the Southeast Florida Transportation Council (SEFTC) was created by the
three MPOs to specifically address and coordinate regional transportation issues on behalf of the residents of Southeast Florida. One
of SEFTC’s primary responsibilities is the development of a Regional Transportation Plan (RTP). An essential element of the RTP is
the designation of a Regional Transportation Network. All projects that are on the Regional Transportation Network are eligible for
State Transportation Regional Incentive Program (TRIP) funding.

As required by federal law, the Broward MPO completed its Long Range Transportation Plan (LRTP) update with a horizon year of
2040 and the Broward MPO Board adopted the 2040 LRTP, on December 11, 2014. The 2040 LRTP is intended to continue the
vision set in the 2035 plan. The plan was developed to facilitate multi-modal travel opportunities in Broward County other than
single occupant vehicle. The Plan is conceptual in nature, and based on travel demand modeling procedures that do not address
details of individual projects being considered for implementation. The 2040 LRTP Cost Feasible Plan shown in the 2040 Highway
and Transit Cost Feasible Plan includes projects and programs for which a reasonable expectation of funding has been identified. It
also includes illustrative projects that under current funding conditions are not financially feasible. Once additional funds become
available, the Plan can be amended to include these projects in the cost feasible plan. For additional information on the 2040 LRTP,

The 2040 Plan’s Vision is to: “transform transportation in our planning area to achieve optimum mobility with emphasis on mass

transit while promoting economic vitality, protecting the environment, and enhancing quality of life.” Key features of the 2040 Long
Range Transportation Plan include incorporating complete streets, bicycle and pedestrian needs as a cornerstone in our efforts to plan
a transportation system that provides multi-modal options for all of our residents. Through the Complete Streets and other Localized
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Initiatives Program, as outlined in the LRTP, an active approach to promote and implement the 2040 LRTP recommendations is
taken. These efforts emphasize the integration of transit and land use to alleviate multi-modal congestion.

The LRTP was amended by the Broward MPO Board on February 11, 2016, May 12, 2016, July 13, 2017 and April 12, 2018.

Presently, the MPO is starting the process of updating the 2040 LRTP. It is expected that the 2045 LRTP would be adopted by the
MPO Board as early as July, 2019.
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4. SUMMARY OF TRANSPORTATION SYSTEMS MANAGEMENT ACTIVITIES

Transportation Systems Management (TSM) improvements are those which increase the transportation system’s efficiency and
mobility through coordinated operation and management of existing urban transportation facilities and services. TSM improvements
may preclude the need to implement costly large-scale projects, thereby providing substantial savings.

The Broward’s Transportation Systems Management Element will:

[J Provide for the short-range transportation needs of the region by making more efficient use of existing transportation resources.
[ Identify traffic engineering, public transportation, regulatory pricing, management, operational, and other improvements to the
existing urban transportation system (excluding major changes to existing facilities or new transportation facilities).

[l Provide the policy or framework for continued transportation considerations not involving new facilities or major changes.

TSM improvements include adding a turning lane at an intersection; re-striping; pavement markers; operational or service oriented
improvements such as improving traffic signal timing, express bus service, and route deviation; new procedures oriented toward
increasing bus ridership and auto occupancy; management improvements; and improved financial resources and transportation
policies. Projects included in the TSM element will have the greatest positive effects on system efficiency and, consequently, are
receiving priority from the implementing agencies.

TSM projects, as reflected in the TIP, are the result of detailed studies performed by the planning and implementing agencies in
Broward County. At the planning level, the Unified Planning Work Program (UPWP) of transportation planning activities plays a key
role in determining the need for those improvements, as well as providing the framework for their implementation. The FY 18/19 —
19/20 UPWP contains tasks depicting TSM planning efforts such as:

[l Highway, Transit and Safety Data (Task 2.1) — update traffic counts, accident data, and ongoing surveillance.
(1 Congestion Management Process/Livability Planning (Task 3.3) — Identify highly congested transportation corridor and innovative
mitigated strategies.

In addition, the Florida Department of Transportation, the Broward MPO, and Broward County’s Traffic Engineering Division and
Highway Construction and Engineering Division conduct their own studies leading to the programming of improvements such as the
Intelligent Transportation System (ITS). When completed, these improvements will increase the efficiency of the highway links and
the Strategic Intermodal System (SIS), provide energy savings, and improve air quality. Furthermore, previous studies conducted by
the MPO in conjunction with other governmental agencies have resulted in the current express bus routes, future route deviation and
demand-responsive services, the selection of high priority intersection improvements, and the current Ridesharing Program.
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5. INTERMODAL PROJECTS

Background
Intermodalism refers to the interconnections between the different modes of transportation for the movement of people and goods, the

use of more than one mode for a single trip, and a coordinated transportation decision-making process. Intermodal projects help
maximize the return on investments in specific modes and promote regional economic development by enabling the convenient and
efficient transfer of people and goods between modes.

The State’s Strategic Intermodal System (SIS) provides further support to the intermodal network by providing funding and creating
the implementation of intermodal projects and facilities.

Broward, Miami-Dade and Palm Beach MPOs coordinate regional transportation activities through the Southeast Florida
Transportation Council (SEFTC), whose membership is comprised of representation from the three MPO Chairs. The duties of the
SEFTC include the Regional Long Range Transportation Plan, project prioritization, regional public involvement, and performance
measures to assess the effectiveness of regional coordination activities.

Intermodal projects improve intermodal access and/or open up intermodal bottlenecks to facilitate the movement of people and goods.
The inclusion of intermodal projects in the TIP promotes a coordinated approach toward intermodal transportation policies and
decision-making. Section 1 Roadway and Bike/Ped in the TIP provides detailed information for intermodal projects.

Mobility Hubs

The Broward MPO’s 2035 Long Range Transportation Plan (LRTP) defined the Mobility Hub concept. The MPO staff began the
process of updating and revisiting the Mobility Hub concept in anticipation of the 2045 Metropolitan Transportation Plan (MTP).
Mobility Hubs locations are critical points for trip generation or transfers within the transit system with frequent transit service and
development potential. The TIP identifies funding for several site-specific Mobility Hub Master Plans and the implementation of
recommendations for capital improvements.

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6. MULTIMODAL TRANSPORTATION PRIORITIES

Introduction

The Broward MPQO’s Multimodal Transportation Priorities List contains projects, in a priority order, that are to be considered for the
TIP when funding becomes available. The Multimodal Transportation Priorities List is based on the priorities set in the Cost Feasible
Plan (CFP) component of the 2040 Long Range Transportation Plan (LRTP). The 2040 LRTP served as an update to the 2035 LRTP
which established the methodology for prioritizing projects in the Multimodal Transportation Priorities List.

Methodology Overview

The 2035 LRTP set a new paradigm to provide a balanced transportation system with greater investments toward alternative modes
such as mass transit, bicycle and pedestrian facilities, and smart growth policies. With this established paradigm, a ranking process
was developed to reflect the increased emphasis on transit, mobility hub concepts, and multimodal transportation. The 2035 plan
prioritized projects by mode separately. Given the MPO Board direction to develop a transit-focused plan, the premium transit
corridors identified in the 2035 LRTP were used as a starting point for prioritizing all modes and grouped/tied projects such as
mobility hubs, bike, pedestrian, greenways and roadways projects into high priority transit corridors as well as mainline transit
corridors.

At the direction of the Broward MPO Board, the 2040 LRTP updated the Multimodal Transportation Priorities List while taking into
account a more realistic funding picture for the future; recognizing the lack of an additional revenue source to fund annual operations
and maintenance (O&M) costs for new premium transit service. In other words, the 2040 LRTP overlaid the existing 2035 LRTP, but
removed projects requiring O&M from the proposed LRTP financially feasible plan and ultimately the Multimodal Transportation
Priorities List. Only capital projects remained to improve existing transit service along the specified corridors. Associated transit
capital improvements (bus bays, queue jumps, etc.) mobility hubs, pedestrian, bicycle, and roadway facilities were grouped to
represent a complete transportation mobility project for a corridor. Roadway projects are associated with a transit corridor only if the
project is directly located on that transit corridor. Otherwise, if no transit service is found, the roadway project is placed at the bottom
of the list.

The Multimodal Transportation Priorities List also includes a high priority line item known as the Complete Streets and other
Localized Initiatives Program (CSLIP). The 2040 LRTP consolidated eligible classes of small localized projects into this one overall
Program. An annual process evaluates and funds these projects based on their consistency with the Plan’s goals and objectives, safety
improvements, demonstrated public support, EJ and Title VI requirements and other objective factors. Example projects include but
are not limited to: complete Streets - Bicycle, pedestrian and transit facilities; education and traffic calming; mobility hubs and
greenways; and technology advancement such as ITS and upgraded signalization. After an annual call for applications, these types of
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projects are prioritized based on objective criteria such as connectivity, mobility, safety, and economic development/EJ. Of the
possible eligible projects, funds are awarded based on the ranking/scoring. Funding equity among local jurisdictions is achieved by
awarding available funding to the highest ranked project from each jurisdiction. If additional funding is available, then the next
highest project from each jurisdiction is awarding funding and so on.

The Multimodal Transportation Priorities List was presented to the MPO Board last year for consideration and approval. A major

shifting of priorities occurred based on program readiness, which required an adequate scope and local support. The MPO Board
approved the following Multimodal Transportation Priorities List at their May 11, 2017 meeting.

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7. PUBLIC INVOLVEMENT AND INTER-AGENCY CONSULTATION

The Broward MPO ensures compliance with the public involvement requirements outlined in 23 Code of Federal Regulations
450.316(b)(1) & 450.324(c) and Section 339.175(7), Florida Statutes. As part of its ongoing public involvement process, in April
2017, the Broward MPO requested input from local governments regarding their local transportation priorities. Prior to this, in
October 2017, the Broward MPO Board reviewed FDOT's District 4 and Turnpike Enterprise Draft Tentative Work Programs, FY
2017/18-2021/22. Comments and concerns were forwarded to FDOT for entry into the records of FDOT's Public Hearing. The
Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) and Community Advisory Committee (CAC) also reviewed FDOT’s District 4 and the
Turnpike Enterprise’s Tentative Work Program at their September 2017 meetings.

A 30-day comment period was initiated on June 6, 2018 with a newspaper advertisement in the Broward Times, as well as El Sentinel
and Sun Sentinel. A notice and an electronic copy of the TIP were posted to the Broward MPO website at: www.browardmpo.org
under the “What We Do” tab and Transportation Improvement Plan or directly at http://www.browardmpo.org/index.php/core-
products/transportation-improvement-program-tip

Copies of the Transportation Improvement Program were distributed to 8 (eight) main Broward County libraries. Prior to the adoption
of the 2018 TIP on July 13, the Broward MPO held public meetings during regularly scheduled meetings, providing the public with
three opportunities to make verbal comments. The comment period closed at Noon on July 13, 2018.

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8. ENVIRONMENTAL JUSTICE ANALYSIS

What is Environmental Justice?

“Environmental Justice is the fair treatment and meaningful involvement of all people regardless of race, color, national origin, or
income with respect to the development, implementation, and enforcement of environmental laws, regulations, and policies. The
Environmental Protection Agency has this goal for all communities and persons across this Nation. It will be achieved when everyone
enjoys the same degree of protection from environmental and health hazards and equal access to the decision-making process to have
a healthy environment in which to live, learn, and work.” — U.S. Environmental Protection Agency

Background
Executive Order 12898 mandates federal agencies incorporate environmental justice (EJ) analyses into their policies, programs, and

activities. Building from the framework of Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, which ensures nondiscrimination in federal
programs, EJ directives address how low-income and minority populations are affected by the actions of the federal government. In
their publication, An Overview of Transportation and Environmental Justice, the U.S. Department of Transportation (U.S. DOT)
outlines their three main objectives stemming from this mandate:

* To avoid, minimize, or mitigate disproportionately high and adverse human health and environmental effects, including social and
economic effects, on minority populations and low-income populations;

* To ensure the full and fair participation by all potentially affected communities in the transportation decision-making process; and,
* To prevent the denial of, reduction in, or significant delay in the receipt of benefits by minority and low-income populations.

Properly implemented, environmental justice principles and procedures improve all levels of transportation decision-making. It
enhances the public-involvement process, strengthens community-based partnerships and provides minority and low-income
populations with opportunities to learn about and improve the quality and usefulness of transportation in their lives. Further,
environmental justice assists to avoid disproportionately high and adverse impacts on minority and low-income populations, and
mitigates avoidable negative impacts by identifying concerns early in the planning phase.

Federal EJ directives mandate fair and equitable processes and outcomes, and an effective EJ program has both a participatory
component and a technical component. This report summarizes multiple analyses, outcomes and activities that have been conducted as
part of the planning process in accordance with EJ.

Public Outreach (Participatory)
Public Participation Plan (PPP)
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The Broward MPO’s policy on public participation is to create opportunities for all segments of the public to learn and provide
feedback about issues and proposals under consideration, particularly those affected by the outcomes and/or those with special needs.
This policy lays the foundation to ensure the public is a key participant in the planning and decision-making process. For additional
information, the Broward MPO’s PPP document can be found at:

Initiated in February 2013, Speak Up Broward is the MPO’s grassroots public awareness initiative designed to promote awareness
about regional transportation planning projects, engage the community to become more involved in the planning process, and solicit
feedback that will help us improve our efforts toward providing Broward County residents with a safe, convenient, and efficient
multimodal transportation system.

Advisory Committees

MPO staff continues to update its Citizens Advisory Committee (CAC) membership to ensure the make-up of this advisory board
represents Broward’s demographics. Several agencies on the CAC represent the disabled and traditionally underserved communities.
This advisory board provides community feedback on major MPO planning efforts and projects, including the Long Range
Transportation Plan (LRTP), TIP, corridor studies, complete streets, etc. In addition, major MPO projects and efforts are presented for
input and feedback from the MPO’s Local Coordinating Board for Transportation Disadvantaged Services, of which many members
represent the disabled community. Further, major documents are available for review in non-electronic formats at the MPO office, in
popular Broward libraries, and detailed in print newspaper advertisements.

Interactive TIP Tool

As part of the TIP process, the MPO has an Interactive TIP Tool (http://broward.dtstiptool.com/). The tool enhances information about
projects by providing project location maps and detailed financial information features not available prior to the implementation of
this interactive software.

Whenever the MPO attends events in diverse locations and communities across Broward, staff are sure to highlight the TIP tool.
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Distributing TIP informational flyers in English and Spanish where possible and conducting live demonstrations via a laptop or
surface at booths or tables at these events/meetings, are also used as a strategy to increase public awareness about the MPO’s products.
Furthermore, given the variety of cultural backgrounds of the MPO staff the team can translate information in multiple languages
(such as Spanish, Creole, French, German and Italian, to name a few) in-house.

Training

Finally, the Broward MPO actively seeks additional Title VI training opportunities for both MPO staff and our transportation partner
agencies and municipalities. The MPO works closely with its representatives at FHWA in Tallahassee to look for opportunities to
provide training in the Southeast Florida region. The MPO continues to be an active participant in the TRAC and RIDES program
aimed at involving schools in transportation issues. The MPO staff has also participated in FTA webinars focused on Title VI. MPO
staff also participated in a selection of the sessions offered as part of the 2018 DOT Civil Rights Virtual Symposium held March 13-
15, 2018.

Methodology (Technical)

In addition to the TIP tool described above, the Broward MPO uses Geographic Information Systems to visualize data. The Broward
MPO makes sure the data used is available and accessible from standard, easily-obtainable, and frequently-updated sources such as the
U.S. Census, the American Community Survey (ACS), etc. All selected indicators are data obtained from the American Community
Survey (ACS) Five-Year Estimates. With these datasets, the Broward MPO compared individual Block Groups with Broward County
averages to locate areas with higher concentrations of the following indicators: Racial Minority, Ethnic Minority, Youth (10-17 years),
Older Adults (65+ years) Population below Poverty, LEP Population, Population with a Disability, Zero Vehicle Household, No High
School Diploma, Female Head of Household, and Minority.

The map below shows the composite score for all block groups within Broward County based on the core indicators identified above.
By reviewing the map, it is evident that the predominant concentrations of EJ indicators generally cluster in the central and
north/northeast portions of the county. These EJ areas include minority populations, households living in poverty, zero-car
households, and populations living in poverty with no car. This clustering of EJ areas have been taken into consideration during the
implementation of the TIP
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Findings

In order to increase non-motorized mobility in Broward, the Broward MPO actively programs bicycle and pedestrian projects as part
of the Transportation Improvement Program (TIP). These projects were originally identified through the Broward MPO’s Long-Range
Transportation Plan (LRTP) and intends to serve residents who may not be able to afford to drive a vehicle or choose not to drive a
vehicle. Through this Environmental Justice (EJ) analysis the Broward MPO found that similar to the previous year a majority of these
projects provided connections to areas that contained higher than average zero-car households and persons living in poverty. This is
shown on the maps in the subsequent pages.

Additionally, the Broward MPO works with its local partners to provide funding for locally-needed projects through its Complete
Streets and Other Localized Initiatives Program (CSLIP). These projects are submitted by local governments and ranked by the
Broward MPO using an objective ranking criteria which includes metrics related to Environmental Justice. The Broward MPO will
continue to work with its local partners to fund these projects and refine the ranking criteria to provide the most local benefit.

The Broward MPO also conducts on-going corridor studies which seek to positively impact transportation mobility in Broward,
particularly as it relates to Environmental Justice (EJ) communities. The purpose of corridor studies is to identify solutions in order to
provide connectivity and enhance mobility along major transit corridors in Broward. These corridor studies apply livability principles
(enhanced access to transit, health care centers, regional destinations pedestrian accessibility, etc.) to identify recommendations which
include safety improvements at intersections, bicycle and pedestrian facility construction, and mobility hubs. All corridor studies and
their associated recommendations take into consideration EJ as an important factor in determining priorities.

The TIP includes projects that are part of the regional Strategic Intermodal System (SIS) managed by the Florida Department of
Transportation. The SIS network is designed to increase long-range mobility and increase freight movement throughout the region.
Projects on the SIS intend to increase economic vitality by promoting the movement of goods and services and increase connectivity
among the region’s industries and populations. Many of these improvements provide direct and indirect benefits to Environmental
Justice (EJ) communities. FDOT develops PD&E studies for the SIS projects to determine impacts and provide mitigation strategies.

The State’s maintenance program represents approximately 1/4 of the TIP projects, including the bridge maintenance projects. These
projects reduce congestion and delays (e.g., ITS/ATMS maintenance and repairs) and improve safety to the system (e.g., install and
repair guardrail and handrails, signing and pavement markings, bridge maintenance). These projects should not impose burdens to EJ
communities and should positively impact these communities.

The transit section of the TIP is managed by Broward County Transit (BCT) and is required by federal regulations to conduct its own
environmental justice and Title VI analysis. More information on BCT’s EJ analysis to ensure transit investment and service is

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10.SYSTEM PERFORMANCE REPORT

Performance Measures

Performance Management is a strategic approach to connect investment and policy decisions to help achieve performance goals.
Performance measures are quantitative criteria used to evaluate progress. Performance measure targets are the benchmarks against
which collected data is gauged. The Moving Ahead for Progress in the 21 Century Act (MAP-21) requires State DOTs and MPOs to
conduct performance-based planning by tracking performance measures and setting data-driven targets to improve those measures.
Performance-based planning ensures the most efficient investment of federal transportation funds by increasing accountability,
transparency, and providing for better investment decisions that focus on key outcomes related to seven national goals:

Improving Safety;

Maintaining Infrastructure Condition;

Reducing Traffic Congestion;

Improving the Efficiency of the System and Freight Movement;
Protecting the Environment; and,

Reducing Delays in Project Delivery.

The Fixing America’s Surface Transportation (FAST) Act supplements the MAP-21 legislation by establishing timelines for State
DOTs and MPOs to comply with the requirements of MAP-21. State DOTs are required to establish statewide targets and MPOs have
the option to support the statewide targets or adopt their own.

Safety Performance Measures and Targets

Safety is the first national goal identified in the FAST Act. In March of 2016, the Highway Safety Improvement Program (HSIP) and
Safety Performance Management Measures Rule (Safety PM Rule) was finalized and published in the Federal Register. The rule
requires MPOs to set targets for the following safety-related performance measures and report progress to the State DOT:

The 2016 Florida Strategic Highway Safety Plan (SHSP) is the statewide plan focusing on how to accomplish the vision of eliminating
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fatalities and reducing serious injuries on all public roads. The SHSP was developed in coordination with Florida’s 27 metropolitan
planning organizations (MPOs) through Florida’s Metropolitan Planning Organization Advisory Council (MPOAC). The SHSP
development process included review of safety-related goals, objectives, and strategies in MPO plans. The SHSP guides FDOT,
MPOs, and other safety partners in addressing safety and defines a framework for implementation activities to be carried out
throughout the State.

The Florida SHSP and the Florida Transportation Plan (FTP) both highlight the commitment to a vision of zero deaths. The FDOT
Florida Highway Safety Improvement Program (HSIP) annual report documents the statewide performance measures toward that zero
deaths vision. As such, the MPO is supporting the adoption of the FDOT statewide HSIP safety performance measures and FDOT’s
2018 safety targets, which set the target at “0” for each performance measure to reflect the Department’s goal of zero deaths.

FDOT, with the understanding that zero fatalities/serious injuries is unable to be achieved within the 2018 Highway safety Plan
(HSP), developed statistical data models to forecast the number of fatalities and serious injuries. Based on the forecasts of these
statistical models, FDOT established targets and programmed projects that they expect will reduce the number of fatalities and serious
injuries. The five federally-mandated Safety Performance Measures targets for 2018 for FDOT and the Broward MPO are presented in
the Table 1.

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Safety Performance Measure targets are required to be adopted on a yearly basis. FDOT, in August of the current year will report the
following year’s targets in the HSIP Annual Report to the Federal Highway Administration. After FDOT adopts the targets, the MPO
is required to either adopt FDOT’s targets or establish its own within six months or the following February.

Baseline Conditions

After FDOT set its Safety Performance Measures targets in 2017, both FDOT and the Broward MPO established 2016 Baseline Safety
Performance Measures. To evaluate baseline Safety Performance Measures, the most recent five-year rolling average (2012-2016) of
crash data and Vehicle Miles Traveled (VMT) were utilized. Table 2 presents the Baseline Safety Performance Measures for Florida
and Broward MPO. Fatal crashes that occurred during the 2012 through 2016 time frame are shown in the map titled Crash Fatalities
in Broward.

Trends Analysis

The MPO uses crash data tracking fatalities and serious injuries in Broward County to analyze past trends and identify regional safety
issues. Tracking these measures will help to estimate the effectiveness of future MPO transportation investment, as reflected in the
TIP. Table 3 shows the changes in Safety Performance Measures for Broward MPO from 2012 through 2016. The measures shown in
Table 3 were calculated by following the same methodology as that used to calculate the baseline conditions.

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Crash Fatalities In Broward
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The Safety Performance-Based Planning and Programing (PBPP) Projects/Activities
The Broward MPO continues to incorporate PBPP into planning process to meet Federal requirement meanwhile to improve MPO
decision-making.

The Broward MPO in conjunction with FDOT devote to make road safer for all users in Broward county and to meet safety
performance targets. Many safety PBPP activities in TIP, LRTP and UPWP, such as Complete Streets and other Localized Program
(CSLIP), Broward MPO Bicycle and Pedestrian Safety Action Plan, and Broward MPO Mobility Program, dedicate to improve
overall safety of transportation system in Broward County.

Transportation Improvement Program

The MPO considers safety as a planning factor in the project selection process. One goal of the 2040 LRTP is to reduce accidents,
injuries and fatalities. The LRTP strengthened the connection between its spending and safety performance by continuing the Mobility
Program and introducing the Complete Streets and other Localized Initiatives Program (CSLIP), which aim to improve safety of the
transportation system. For example, safety accounts for 30% of the CSLIP selection criteria. As part of the LRTP and TIP, the MPO
allocates a large portion of its discretionary funds to these programs. Projects identified in these programs have been funded through
the TIP. For details regarding these programs, please refer to the specific program below.

In addition, the U.S. Department of Transportation (USDOT) awarded a $19.1 million Transportation Investment Generating
Economic Recovery (TIGER) Grant to the Broward MPO for its regional Complete Street Initiative. This initiative will improve
mobility and safety in the Broward region.

Currently, the MPO is developing the new 2045 Metropolitan Transportation Plan (MTP) slated for adoption late 2019. The MTP will
introduce new programs, performance measures, prioritization process, and evaluation criteria to support new federal performance
measures. Increasing safety continues to be a goal of the plan and will be used in the project selection process.

The TIP includes specific investment priorities that support all of the MPO’s goals including safety, using a prioritization and project
selection process established in the LRTP. This process evaluates projects that have an anticipated effect of reducing both fatal and
injury crashes. The MPO’s goal of reducing fatal and serious injury crashes is linked to this investment plan and the process used in
prioritizing the projects is consistent with federal requirements. The TIP prioritization process uses stakeholder input as a criterion to
evaluate projects that have an anticipated effect of reducing both fatal and injury crashes. The MPO’s goal of reducing fatal and
serious injury crashes is linked to the TIP and the process used in prioritizing the projects is consistent with federal requirements.

The TIP 2018/2019 to 2022/2023 includes $118.85 million totaling 158 projects improving safety conditions County wide. These
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projects fall in the following categories. The Broward MPO continues monitoring investments in the TIP and demonstrating progress
toward goals and objectives.

The 2040 Long Range Transportation Plan

The LRTP is the primary source for identifying priority projects for inclusion in the Transportation Improvement Program. There are
many projects included in the 2040 LRTP that focus on improving safety of the Broward county transportation systems. For the
complete list of projects, refer to the plan at www.commitment2040.org.

The LRTP consolidates eligible classes of localized projects into one overall program, Complete Streets and other Localized
Initiatives Program (CSLIP). The MPO’s CSLIP provides funding for small local transportation projects which improve the safety and
mobility for all transportation users in Broward. This competitive grant program can fund projects such as (but not limited to):
complete streets projects, traffic calming and intersection improvements, ADA upgrades, mobility hubs, bus shelters, bike racks and
technology advancements such as transit signal priority and traffic control devices. These projects are ranked based on the projects
ability to address connectivity, mobility, safety, and economic development. The ranking is conducted objectively based on these
categories to ensure an equal and fair distribution of funding.

Broward MPO Bicycle and Pedestrian Safety Action Plan

The Broward Metropolitan Planning Organization’s (MPO) Bicycle and Pedestrian Safety Action Plan aims to create a safer walking
and bicycling environment in Broward County. The plan aims to do this by identifying “Calls for Action” that focus on areas where
institutional changes should be explored. Beyond the “Calls for Action” the plan also includes preliminary strategies and ideas for how
change can be accomplished.

To move the Broward region forward, this Action Plan identifies key action items, partner organizations, and time frames to guide the
work of the MPO and its partners in improving walking and bicycling safety. The Action Plan serves as a foundation to improve
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safety for all roadway users in the Broward region by shifting the transportation focus from moving cars to moving people utilizing
four calls to action: Set the stage, Create Safe Street, Prevent aggressive behavior, and all hand on deck.

Broward MPO Complete Streets Initiative

The Broward MPO understands the importance of creating a transportation system that addresses the needs of all users of the road,
including the needs of people who walk, bike, drive and take transit. Health, safety and economic development benefits have been
directly attributed to roads planned, designed, and operated for all users. To ensure that this is firmly embedded into our
transportation planning process, the Broward MPO developed the Complete Streets Initiative. This program, guided by the Complete
Streets Advisory Committee (CSAC), with the main intent to provide the necessary tools to our local governments in implementing
Complete Streets in their respective communities. The Complete Streets Initiative also serves as a platform to move forward active
transportation projects identified in our plans, initiatives and studies from the planning to design and ultimately to construction
through the Broward MPO’s Mobility program. For details of the Broward MPO’s Mobility program, refer to the section 11.

The MPO will continue to coordinate with FDOT and transit providers to take action on the additional targets and other requirements
of the federal performance management process. In accordance with 23 USC 150(d)(1) and 23 CFR 490.105, the State and MPO are
required to adopt additional performance measure targets for Interstate System and Non-Interstate National Highway system in the
following areas within the timetable designated by the Law:

As with the Safety Performance Measures, the State is required to adopt the additional targets first and the MPO then has 180 days to
either adopt the State’s targets or its own. The State of Florida on May 20, 2018 adopted the Performance Measure targets for
Pavement and Bridge Condition, System Performance, Freight Movement and CMAQ. This then sets the deadline for the MPO to
adopt those Performance Measure targets by November 14, 2018.

Asset Management and Freight Performance Measures

MAP-21 and the FAST Act require the development of a risk-based Transportation Asset Management Plan (TAMP) for all pavement
and bridges on the National Highway System. The initial Florida TAMP was completed by FDOT on April 30, 2018. The TAMP will
serve as the basis for establishing in future TIPs the targets for the pavement and bridge condition performance measures identified in
the TIP/LRTP System Performance Report.

The TIP considers potential projects that fall into specific investment priorities established by the MPO in the Long-Range
Transportation Plan (LRTP). The TIP 2018/2019 to 2022/2023 includes 134.17 million totaling 107 projects improving bridge and
pavement conditions County wide. These projects fall in the following categories.

In addition, Broward MPO will coordinate with FDOT to establish performance targets related to the Florida Freight Mobility and

Trade Plan in the development of future TIPs. The Broward MPO’s TIP incorporates by reference the State Freight Mobility Plan, as
well as the State Asset Management Plan.
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11.MAJOR PROJECTS

1-95 Improvements

Managed Lanes on 1-95 in Broward County opened to the public in April 2016. The managed lanes in Broward County currently
extend from the Miami-Dade/Broward County line to Broward Blvd and include plastic delineators to separate Managed Lane traffic
from general purpose lane traffic. Future construction on 1-95 will extend the managed lanes from Broward Blvd. to SW 10" Street in
FY 2019, from south of Stirling Road to South of Broward Blvd in FY 2019, and from SW 10" Street to the Palm Beach County line
in FY 2021. For details, please visit http://www.95express.com/pages/related-info/95-express-phase-3.

I-75 Improvements

Construction of Managed Lanes on I-75 Broward County began in March 2014 and is expected to be completed by FY 2019. Once
finished, the Managed Lanes on I-75 in Broward will extend from the Miami-Dade County line to I-595 and will connect with the I-
595 Express Lanes, allowing for seamless connections between the two expressways. As with the Managed Lanes on [-95, and 1-595,
FDOT will retain toll revenue and manage toll rates, with input from the MPO.

1-595 Improvements

The 1-595 project opened to the public March 2014. A public/private partnership (P3) approach was used by FDOT to implement the
1-595 projects identified in the Cost Feasible Plan of the Broward MPO’s 2035 Long Range Transportation Plan. Subsection
334.30(9), Florida Statutes, allows FDOT to enter into P3 agreements that include extended terms providing annual payments for
performance based on the availability of service, the facility being open to traffic, or the level of traffic using the facility.

A private concessionaire designed, built, financed, and will operate and maintain 1-595 over a 35-year period, with implementation of
the improvements which began in 2009. The concessionaire will be paid an annual availability payment every year after construction
is completed until the end of the concession term. The reversible express lanes component on [-595 will be operated as managed lanes
with variable tolls. FDOT will retain the toll revenue and will control the toll rates.

Additional information on phasing, cost, type of funding and timing of payments to the concessionaire through Year 2044 is provided
in the TIP’s list of projects/reports. While improvements to [-595 were planned and designed prior to the federal economic stimulus
funds provided through the ARRA, this project is instrumental in assisting with economic recovery in Broward County.

SR-869/SW 10 Street from SR-845/Powerline Road to West of Military Trail
The project intends to address local access along SW 10" Street, improve safety, and provide a connection between 1-95, Sawgrass
Expressway and Florida’s Turnpike. A PD&E Study initiated by the FDOT to continue the effort of Broward MPO is underway. The
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study will evaluate two facilities: 1) A connector between adjacent Strategic Intermodal System, and 2) Existing local SW 10" street
improvements. During the study, various alternatives will be developed and assessed in taking into account engineering, social, and
environmental effects. Design build phase is scheduled to be started in 2022.

Florida Turnpike and Sawgrass Expressway Improvements

Widening projects are underway on both the Florida Turnpike and Sawgrass Expressway. Widening the Florida Turnpike from I-75 to
NW 57" Avenue (project 435546-1) is under construction in 2018. In addition to that, the Florida Turnpike is proposed to be widen
from 57" Avenue to Miramar Toll Plaza (project 429328-1, construction in FY 2019 The Sawgrass Expressway is proposed to be
widen from Sunrise Boulevard to Atlantic Boulevard (project 437155-1, construction in FY 2023), from Atlantic Boulevard to SR 7
(project 435461-1, construction FY 2021) and from SR 7 to Powerline Road (project 437224-1, construction FY 2022). These
projects will include express lanes. The number of additional lanes will be determined as part of an ongoing project development and
environmental study.

Climate Change and Air Quality

The Broward MPO has been a partner in the regional effort to address climate change for several years. In 2009, the Broward MPO
joined with the counties of Broward, Miami-Dade, Monroe and Palm Beach in the formal discussions that led to the formation of the
Southeast Regional Climate Change Compact. In 2013, the FHWA awarded a grant to the Broward MPO to lead the South Florida
Climate Change Vulnerability Assessment and Adaptation Pilot Project on behalf of the partner agencies from the four counties
mentioned above. The Pilot Project, complete in 2015, developed tools to integrate climate change adaptation goals into the
transportation decision-making process and provide a model of climate change adaptation for other public transportation providers.
The Broward MPO, in coordination with Broward County, conducted a follow-up study that built upon the results of the Climate
Change Pilot Project to identify typologies and strategies for creating additional system resiliency within Broward County.

Although Broward County is an attainment area for air quality, a recent study showed that transportation is the source of 28% of
greenhouse gas emissions nationwide, and that 60% of the emissions are from private vehicles. The Broward MPO continues to
support a multi-disciplinary approach to address issues related to greenhouse gas emissions.

Broward MPO Mobility Program

The focus of the Broward MPO Mobility Program is to implement active transportation projects and guide them from the planning
phase through design and construction. Projects under this program include bicycle and pedestrian facilities, and other Complete
Streets elements that further complement the goals and vision of the Broward MPO’s Complete Streets initiative.
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These projects are from Broward MPO long-range planning efforts, and other initiatives and studies such as Congestion Management
Process (CMP) / Livability Planning (LP) corridor studies.

In addition, the Broward MPO received the award of a Transportation Investment Generating Economic Recovery (TIGER) Grant
from the U.S. Department of Transportation (USDOT) for its Regional Complete Streets Initiative. The grant will help fund $19.1
million worth of bike and pedestrian improvements in the cities of Fort Lauderdale, Lauderdale Lakes, Oakland Park, and Pompano
Beach.

The 2018/19 — 2022/23 TIP identifies some of these mobility projects by geographic area, with each group consisting of multiple
projects that improve the bicycle and pedestrian environment of the area. The Section 1 Roadway and Bike/Ped in the TIP provides
more details for these projects.

Broward MPO Complete Streets and other Localized Initiatives Program (CSLIP)

The MPO’s CSLIP provides funding for small local transportation projects which improve the safety and mobility for all
transportation users in Broward. This competitive grant program can fund projects such as complete streets, traffic calming and
intersection improvements, ADA upgrades, mobility hubs, bus shelters, bike racks, and technology advancements such as transit
signal priority and traffic control devices.

CSLIP uses objective evaluations based on connectivity, mobility, safety, and economic development. This is done by automatically
grading each project against each other, based on number of crashes, income, activity centers, transit boardings, traffic volume, as well
as other datasets, ensuring the Program is as objective as possible.

The SIS is a network of high priority transportation facilities which includes the state’s largest and most significant commercial
service airports, spaceport, deep-water seaports, freight rail terminals, passenger rail and intercity bus terminals, rail corridors,
waterways and highways. All projects on the SIS will have a SIS identifier on the TIP page (See next page example).

Understanding the Transportation Improvement Program (TIP)

What is the Broward Metropolitan Planning Organization (Broward MPQO)?
The Broward MPO is an agency responsible for transportation planning, intergovernmental
coordination and transportation funding allocations in Broward County. The Broward MPO
works with the public, planning organizations, government agencies, elected officials, and
community groups to address transportation needs and develop transportation plans, such as
the Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) and the Metropolitan Transportation Plan
(MTP).

What is the Transportation Improvement Program (TIP)?

The TIP is a five-year program that prioritizes and documents the funding of transportation
improvement projects the region expects to build over the next five years. These projects
include transit, highway, air and seaport, as well as bicycle, pedestrian, and freight-related
projects. The TIP is a tool to advance projects from MTP to a short range five year program. All
TIP projects are evaluated to assure consistency with the goals and objectives of the MTP. The
current TIP and MTP can be found online at BrowardMPO.org.

How is the TIP created?

The TIP is prepared by the Broward MPO in cooperation with partner transportation agencies
such as the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT), the South Florida Regional
Transportation Authority (SFRTA/Tri-Rail), municipal partners, and Broward County
transportation service providers such as Broward County Transit (BCT), Broward County
Aviation, and Port Everglades. The Broward MPO and its planning partners develop the TIP on
an annual basis. At the end of the process, the TIP signifies an agreement among local, state,
and regional officials as to what transportation improvements to pursue.

How is the TIP funded?

TIP projects are funded through a mix of local, state and federal transportation funds. Federal
funds are administered through the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) and Federal
Transit Administration (FTA). Funds also come from state, county, and local municipalities via
fuel taxes.
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Can the TIP be amended?

Yes, changes are routinely made to the TIP through amendments. The
TIP can be amended in order to add, change, or delete projects. Such
amendments must be reviewed and approved by the MPO and FDOT.
The review also includes opportunities for public comment. The primary
methods for public participation are the monthly meetings of the
Citizens’ Advisory Committee (CAC), the Technical Advisory
Committee (TAC) and the Broward MPO. All meetings are held at the
MPO office. Visit www.browardmpo.org/index.php/calendar for the date
and time of meetings and upcoming agendas.

Why is the TIP important?

The TIP identifies, for both Broward residents and taxpayers, how
federal, state and local dollars are being spent on transportation
projects. The TIP is a vehicle to move projects from the Metropolitan
Transportation Plan to a funded priority list that includes an anticipated
schedule and the cost for each project.

How can YOU participate in developing the TIP?

Comprendiendo el Programa de Mejora del Transporte (TIP)

¢Qué es la Organizacion de Planificacion Metropolitana de Broward

(Broward MPO)?

La MPO de Broward es una agencia responsable de la planificacion del transporte, la coordinacion
intergubernamental y la asignacion de fondos de transporte en el condado de Broward. La MPO de
Broward trabaja con el publico, organizaciones de planificacion, agencias gubernamentales, funcionarios
electos y grupos comunitarios para identificar las necesidades de transporte y desarrollar planes de
transporte, tales como el Programa de Mejora del Transporte (TIP) y el Plan de Transporte a Largo Plazo
(LRTP).

¢Qué es el Programa de Mejora del Transporte?

El TIP es un programa que prioriza y documenta los fondos de los proyectos de mejora del transporte en
la regidn que se espera construir en los préximos cinco anos. Incluye proyectos de transporte, carretera,
aeropuerto y el puerto maritimo, asi como bicicletas, peatones, y proyectos relacionados al transporte de
mercancias.

¢Como se desarrolla el TIP?

El TIP es preparado por la MPO de Broward, en cooperacion con las agencias de transporte locales,
tales como el Departamento de Transporte de Florida (FDOT), la Autoridad de Transporte Regional del
Sur de Florida (SFRTA), el Consejo de Transporte del Sudeste de la Florida, los municipalidades dentro
del Condado de Broward, y proveedores de transporte del Condado Broward como las agencias de
Transito del Condado Broward (BCT), Departamento de Aviacion y el Puerto Everglades. La MPO de
Broward y sus socios de la planificaciéon desarrollan el TIP anualmente. Al final del proceso, el TIP
significa un acuerdo entre funcionarios locales, estatales y regionales en cuanto a que mejoras de
transporte se deben realizar.

éComo se financia el TIP?

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Minority Populations

According to the US Census a minority a person who is (1) Black (a person having origins in any of the black racial groups of Africa);
(2) Hispanic (a person of Mexican, Puerto Rican, Cuban, Central or South American, or other Spanish culture or origin, regardless of
race); (3) Asian American (a person having origins in any of the original people of the Far East, Southeast Asia, the Indian
subcontinent, or the Pacific Islands); or (4) American Indian and Alaskan Native (a person having origins in any of the original people
of North America and who maintain cultural identification through tribal affiliation or community recognition). Minority populations,
for this analysis, are defined as any readily identifiable group of minority persons who live in geographic proximity, and if
circumstances warrant, geographically dispersed/transient persons who will be similarly impacted by a proposed DOT program, policy
or activity. High consecrations of minority populations were identified by first collecting minority and majority population from the
2010 Census for both the individual Block Groups and the county as a whole. The county average was then set as the threshold and
any Block Groups with higher concentrations than that threshold were symbolized in red on the map and then classified as an EJ area

Populations Living in Poverty

According to the US Census a person living in poverty includes anyone whose median household income is at or below the
Department of Health and Human Services poverty guidelines. This could include any readily identifiable group of low-income
persons who live in geographic proximity, and if circumstances warrant, geographically dispersed/transient persons who will be
similarly impacted by a proposed DOT program, policy or activity. To identify high levels of poverty, the amounts of people living in
poverty in each Block Group was collected and compared to averages for the entire county. Every block that was higher than the
county average was then symbolized in red on the map to identify it as an EJ area. Clustering of these Block Groups may reveal large
areas with less transportation opportunities than what might be needed. High levels of poverty indicate specific needs, including
inexpensive and effective forms of transportation.

Zero-Car Households

A zero-car household is defined by the US Census a householder and one or more other people related to the householder by birth,
marriage, or adoption with no access to a private motorized vehicle. Zero-car households may be one of the most significant EJ
indicators taken into consideration when drafting a balanced transportation plan. However, when analyzing zero-car households all
TIP project may not be significant. In this instance looking just at the mobility projects may provide more insight. The zero-car
household were identified by looking at the county average, setting that average as a threshold, and noting any Block Group with a
higher percentage as an EJ area. Notably, the vast majority of mobility projects lie within or around these areas, creating connection
for areas in need of them.

Zero-Car Households and Living in Poverty
Zero-car households can note two different types of populations. Ones who can afford a car but choose not to because the
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transportation systems work best for them or in could identify populations that must use alternative transportation because they cannot
afford an automobile. These two areas may be determined by comparing zero-car households with population living in poverty. Block
Groups that appear in both of these analyses may be key indicators of populations that require alternative forms of transportation (e.g.
bike paths and bus routes). In (Zero-car and poverty map), the map displays only areas that are both in above the county average in
zero-car households and in population in poverty. The mobility projects discussed above are still located within and around these EJ
areas in attempts to connect them to job opportunities, shopping plazas, and schools.

Interim Safety Targets:

Page 41: Discusses the 2018 Highway Safety Plan (HSP) and provides a
chart of Safety Performance Measure Targets. Please note and make
appropriate changes regarding statewide interim targets. There are no
interim safety targets. Vision Zero was chosen by the FDOT and their
Safety Target. The column and references for the interim targets needs
to be removed.

Answer: “Interim” has been removed from page 41 accordingly.

2.

Investment Strategy:

The Safety Performance Measures section does not fully explain what the
TPO did in TIP development to help achieve the safety targets. In
describing the anticipated effect, the TPO will need to more fully describe
the actions they have taken to move the program forward linking
investments to anticipate target achievement, so that the TIP is written
as a documentation of actions pursued. For example, did the TPO alter
their project selection or prioritization process to favor projects they
believe will help move toward achievement of the stated targets? Did
they make any specific effort to engage new stakeholders or experts to
learn what they can do to move toward target

achievement? Essentially how does the TIP and the TIP’s investment
strategy help the MPO move towards achieving the safety target?

Answer: The MPO considers safety as a planning factor in the project selection process. One
goal of the 2040 LRTP is to reduce accidents, injuries and fatalities. The LRTP strengthened
the connection between its spending and safety performance by continuing the Mobility
Program and introducing the Complete Streets and other Localized Initiatives Program
(CSLIP), which aim to improve safety of the transportation system. For example, safety
accounts for 30% of the CSLIP selection criteria. As part of the LRTP and TIP, the MPO
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allocates a large portion of its discretionary funds to these programs. Projects identified in these
programs have been funded through the TIP. For details regarding these programs, please
refer to the specific program below.

In addition, the U.S. Department of Transportation (USDOT) awarded a $19.1 million
Transportation Investment Generating Economic Recovery (TIGER) Grant to the Broward
MPO for its regional Complete Street Initiative. This initiative will improve mobility and safety
in the Broward region.

Currently, the MPO is developing the new 2045 Metropolitan Transportation Plan (MTP) slated
for adoption late 2019. The MTP will introduce new programs, performance measures,
prioritization process, and evaluation criteria to support new federal performance measures.
Increasing safety continues to be a goal of the plan and will be used in the project selection
process.

The TIP includes specific investment priorities that support all of the MPO’s goals including
safety, using a prioritization and project selection process established in the LRTP. This process
evaluates projects that have an anticipated effect of reducing both fatal and injury crashes. The
MPQ’s goal of reducing fatal and serious injury crashes is linked to this investment plan and
the process used in prioritizing the projects is consistent with federal requirements. The TIP
prioritization process uses stakeholder input as a criterion to evaluate projects that have an
anticipated effect of reducing both fatal and injury crashes. The MPQO’s goal of reducing fatal
and serious injury crashes is linked to the TIP and the process used in prioritizing the projects
is consistent with federal requirements.

3. The section on baseline conditions and trend analysis is interesting, but
how does this information tie into the TIP?

Answer: The MPO uses crash data tracking fatalities and serious injuries in Broward County
to analyze past trends and identify regional safety issues. Tracking these measures will help to
estimate the effectiveness of future MPO transportation investment, as reflected in the TIP.

4. TIs there a “placeholder” for the development of additional performance
measures i.e., System Performance, Bridge, and pavement (essentially a
placeholder statement that the Broward MPO will continue to work with
FDOT as these targets and performance measures are developed — did I
miss it?)

Answer: The placeholder is included in the adopted TIP. It states “The MPO will continue to
coordinate with FDOT and transit providers to take action on the additional targets and other
requirements of the federal performance management process.”
