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DISTRICT FOUR PROJECT OVERVIEW 
 

Florida’s Turnpike Enterprise continues to make significant project investments in District Four.  In fiscal years 2015 
and 2016, current Turnpike projects total over $123 million within Broward, Indian River, Martin, Palm Beach and St. 
Lucie Counties.  
 

Summary of Major Project Funding by Project Type:

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Broward County Projects: 
 

Widen the Turnpike/SR 821 from NW 57th Avenue (MP 43) to Miramar Toll Plaza (MP 47) - FPN:  429328-1,-2,-3     
 

This project adds two lanes in both directions on the Turnpike/SR 821 from NW 57th Avenue/Red Road (MP 43) to the 
Miramar Toll Plaza (MP 47), creating an eight-lane section between the interchange and the toll plaza. This project 
includes express lanes. The project also widens the southbound off-ramp at NW 57th Avenue to two lanes and provides 
turn-lane improvements on NW 57th Avenue (previously included in FPN 423371-2). This improvement also includes 
widening the existing bridge structures and stormwater/drainage improvements to accommodate the widening.  
Improvements to NW 27th Avenue in the area of the Turnpike/SR 821 Interchange are also included.  Upon 
implementation, this project will reduce the potential for bottlenecks along this corridor.  
 

 

Widen the Sawgrass Expressway/SR 869 from Sunrise Boulevard (MP 1A) to Coral Ridge Drive (MP 14) - FPN:  
437155-1,-2 

 

This project widens a 13-mile segment of the Sawgrass Expressway/SR 869 from Sunrise Boulevard (MP 1A) to  
Coral Ridge Drive (MP 14). This widening will increase the number of travel lanes and will include express lanes. The 
number of additonal lanes will be deterimined as part of an ongoing PD&E study (FPN 435763-1). This work includes 
pavement reconstruction, interchange modifications, milling, and resurfacing. 
 

 
 

 

Widen the Sawgrass Expressway/SR 869 from Coral Ridge Drive (MP 14) to State Road 7 (MP 18) - FPN:  
435461-1,-2 
 

This project widens a four-mile segment of the Sawgrass Expressway/SR 869 from Coral Ridge Drive (MP 14) to State 
Road 7 (MP 18). This widening will increase the number of travel lanes and will include express lanes. The number of 
additonal lanes will be deterimined as part of an ongoing PD&E study (FPN 435763-1). This work includes pavement 
reconstruction, interchange improvements, milling, and resurfacing.

Regional Projects: 
 

Implement All-Electronic Tolling (AET) Phase 5A on the Turnpike/SR 91 – FPN: 429339-1, -2, -3 
 

This project implements Phase 5A of an overall program to convert portions of the Turnpike System to a cashless, all-
electronic toll collection system. The project limits of Phase 5A begin at the I-595 Interchange (MP 54) on the 
Turnpike/SR 91 in Broward County and end south of the Lantana Toll Plaza (MP 88) in Palm Beach County.  The Phase 
5A conversion includes modifications at the Cypress Creek Mainline Toll Plazas and at nine existing interchange ramp 
toll plazas.   
 

 
 

 
Implement All-Electronic Tolling (AET) Phase 8 on the Turnpike/SR 91 – FPN: 431737-1,-2 
 

This project will implement Phase 8 of an overall program to convert portions of the Turnpike System into a cashless, 
all-electronic toll collection system.  The project limits of AET Phase 8 begin at the Lantana Toll Plaza on the 
Turnpike/SR 91 in Palm Beach County, and extend 148 miles north through Martin, St. Lucie, Indian River, and 
Okeechobee Counties, to the Three Lakes Toll Plaza on the Turnpike/SR 91 in Osceola County.  The Phase 8 AET 
conversion project includes the removal and replacement of 30 ramp toll plazas and two mainline toll plazas.
